
Getting to the St Monica Trust 
 

 BY CAR BY TRAIN BY BUS 

Cote Lane and head office  
 
BS9 3UN 
 
There are three entrances onto 
the site, depending on which 
building you require.  Follow the 
signs as appropriate. 

From the M5 motorway:  the Cote Lane site is located 
on the A4018 (Westbury Road), three miles from J17 of 
the M5.  Situated on the right hand side adjacent to 
Badminton School. 
 
From the city centre: proceed along the A4018 from the 
top of Whiteladies Road, Cote Lane is located on the 
left hand side after the White Tree roundabout. 
  

The nearest railway station is Clifton 
Down railway station off Whiteladies 
Road, just over 1 mile from Cote Lane. 
 
Trains run from all parts of the UK into 
Bristol Temple Meads in the city centre 
(4 miles away) and to Bristol Parkway 
to the north of the city (4.5 miles 
away). 

The numbers 1 and 55 
buses stop just outside 
Cote Lane on Westbury 
Road. 

Westbury Fields 
 
BS10 6TW 
 
There are two entrances to the 
site, one from Charlton Road 
(north entrance) and one from 
Greystoke Avenue (south 
entrance) 

From junction 17 of the M5 motorway: take the A4018 
and continue until you reach the Crow Lane 
roundabout.  Go straight over this roundabout and after 
approximately half a mile, Westbury Fields will be found 
on the crest of the hill on the left. 
 
From the city centre: proceed along the A4018 
(Westbury Road, which will become Falcondale Road).  
Westbury Fields is situated on the right hand side after 
the traffic lights with Henbury Hill. 

The nearest railway station is Clifton 
Down railway station off Whiteladies 
Road, just over 3 miles from Westbury 
Fields. 
 
Trains run from all parts of the UK into 
Bristol Temple Meads in the city centre 
(5 miles away) and to Bristol Parkway 
to the north of the city (4.5 miles 
away). 

The numbers 1 and 20 
buses stop on Greystoke 
Avenue and the 54 stops 
on Falcondale Road. 

Monica Wills House 
 
BS3 3NH 
 
Monica Wills House is situated 
through the archway behind the 
Tesco Express near the Jolly 
Colliers pub. 

From junction 18a on the M5: follow the A4 Portway 
along the river into Bristol.  Follow the signs for the A38 
to Bristol airport until you until you reach the traffic 
lights at Bedminster Down Road.  Take the left hand 
lane and follow the signs for West Street and the A38 
into Bristol (in the opposite direction of traffic for the 
airport).  Monica Wills House is on the right about half a 
mile from this junction. 
 
From the city centre: follow the signs for the A38 to 
Bristol airport.  You will turn left into West Street from 
Sheene Lane at the Albert pub.  Monica Wills House is 
on the left hand side about 200 yards from the traffic 
lights. 

The nearest railway station is Parson 
Street railway station, which is situated 
at the southern end of West Street.  On 
leaving the station cross over the 
bridge and bear left.  West Street is on 
your right hand side. 
 
Trains run from all parts of the UK into 
Bristol Temple Meads in the city centre 
(just under 2 miles away). 

There are lots of buses 
that stop on West Street, 
depending on where you 
depart in the city centre: 
52, 75, 76, 77, 121.
